Either format works for me.

Reconsider the length of each race; consider shortening the 6-mile requirement. Many fleets sail in areas where this is
mostly not possible to accomplish. Additionally, when it is, crews are so beat up (either from sailing in mod to heavy
conditions, or floating around waiting for the wind to fill) that they can't enjoy or participate in social activities. Most
races places are established much earlier in a race and | think 4 -5 mile courses would be preferred by many.

Sunday is the day reserved for coming home. If | lived in the same town as the Nationals | might not mind racing on
Sunday since | am already home.

If the crew can take 1 day off from work (Friday) | think skippers are more likely to find consistent crew to be able to
not only compete-but be more competitive.

It would work for me. We have published the NOR and are working on other regatta issues surrounding the current W-
Sat dates. But all of this could easily be changed if a new date scheme would add significantly to the fleet size. We'd
be very happy to have 30+ boats rather than 20-30 or god forbid <20!
